Category Description:

This award recognises an exceptional individual within the built environment sector who has demonstrably championed sustainability and Environmental, Social, and Governance (ESG) principles. Nominees can be from any organisation size, department, or team, and their impact can be internal or external, influencing projects, developments, or broader industry initiatives.

What We Are Looking For: 
· Leadership: A strong commitment to driving sustainability and ESG within their organisation or sphere of influence. This could include developing and implementing new policies, strategies, and initiatives. 
· Measurable Impact: A clear demonstration of the positive outcomes achieved through their sustainability/ESG efforts. This could involve quantifiable reductions in carbon emissions or waste, increased adoption of circular economy practices, or enhanced employee and customer education on sustainability. 
· Scalability and Inspiration: The ability to translate their efforts into scalable solutions or inspire others to take action, regardless of the nominee's specific position or project scale. 
· Collaboration: A commitment to fostering collaboration and knowledge sharing on sustainability issues within their team, organisation, or the wider built environment sector. 
 
This award is open to any individual within the construction & the built environment sector, including manufacturing.
